Meet Your Councillor! 

Each month, we shine the spotlight on a different member of Salisbury Council. 

 

1 - Introducing JOHN-WIEBE DYKSTRA, Councillor for Ward 1, Salisbury! 

Councillor John-Wiebe Dykstra represents Ward 1, where he has lived his entire life with the lone 

exception being his time in Truro where he earned his BSc in Agricultural Business at the Nova Scotia 

Agricultural College. He is a dairy farmer and is protective of the rural way of life enjoyed by 

residents of Ward 1. In fact, it was concerns about taxation, by-laws and zoning in the rural areas 

that motivated him to get involved in local government following municipal reform in New 

Brunswick. 

Even though he has only been on Council a short time, first elected in late 2022, he has quickly 

become an active participant and respected voice at Town Hall. 

Councillor Dykstra lives in Lewis Mountain with his wife and three children.

Town Hall News 

 

Salisbury Town Council has had a busy start to the month, approving three new by-laws for the 

community, as well as departmental policies, contracts, finalizing a land purchase, considering a 

rezoning request, entering into a grant agreement, and receiving the green light for a much-needed 

sewage infrastructure project in Ward 3:  

ω Regarding the infrastructure project, Provincial and Federal funding through the Integrated 

Bilateral Agreement (IBA) will allow for the stabilization of a berm that protects the 

Petitcodiac River from the sewage treatment facilityΩs polishing pond. While the Ward 3 

utility account will cover approximately $26,000 of project costs, the contribution from 

Ottawa and the Province will cover 93 per cent of the total bill, $232,000 and $129,000, 

respectively. 

ω Also approved by Town Council on May 8th was a three-year annual grant of $5,000 from 

Ward 3 to the Salisbury Farmers and Artisans Market at the big red barn on Main. The 

market, which has undergone significant growth, has become a very popular draw for 

shoppers. 

ω Plans continue to progress for a new fire station for Salisbury Fire Rescue. JOST+ Architects 

has been retained for professional services for the project. Land was previously secured for 

the development on Main Street, Salisbury. Meantime, Council has ratified new policies for 

Salisbury Fire Rescue concerning Recruitment and Attendance. 

ω Town Council has agreed to consider a rezoning request for a property located at the corner 

of Homestead Road and Route 112, just beyond the boundary between Wards 3 and 1. The 



applicant is asking for the propertyΩs zoning to be changed from Rural Area to Commercial-

Industrial. ThereΩs a plan for a trucking depot/warehouse with office space. A public hearing 

has been scheduled for June 12. 

ω A long-running logistical headache in the village ward is being rectified. Plans for a couple 

projects along Bleakney Road led to an agreement to purchase a strip of land from CN. 

Bleakney encroaches on CN property, forcing the municipality to pay the railway for pricey 

permits whenever doing any roadwork here. A quick negotiation has resulted in the Town 

securing the property it needs for $20,000 plus tax, which is only slightly higher than the 

permitting fees. 

ω Three new by-laws for Salisbury have received third and final reading from Town Council -- 

By-law No. 5: Respecting Driveway Culverts and Entrances; By-law No. 6: Respecting 

Sewerage and the Collection of User-Charges for the Sanitary Sewerage System in Salisbury; 

and By-law No. 7: Building By-law. They can be viewed at https://salisburynb.ca/news-

Salisbury Town Council next meets for a Committee of the Whole session on Tuesday, May 23, 2023, 

at 6:00 pm. The meeting, to be held in Council Chambers at 56 Douglas Street, is open to the public. 

New Crosswalks Painted in Ward 3 

Within the former Village of Salisbury boundaries, two new crosswalks were painted as part of line-

striping work earlier in May. The new crosswalks are located at Main/River and Main/Douglas. 
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Who to Contact About Potholes 

 

Springtime can be tough on roads. A WinterΩs worth of freeze-thaw cycles leads to potholes that 

have to be fixed, whether it is through cold-patch asphalt in early Spring or later in the season once 

the hot-asphalt plants open. 

Who to call when you come across a concerning pothole in your area? 

If you live in one of the former local service districts; that is, in Wards 1, 2 or 4, please contact the 

New Brunswick Department of Transportation and Infrastructure at 1-833-384-4111 (dispatch line) 

or by emailing transportnb@gnb.ca. DTI continues to maintain the roads in your area even following 

municipal reform. 

However, if you live in Ward 3, which is the former village of Salisbury limits, you can report your 

pothole concerns to the Salisbury Department of Infrastructure and Public Works at (506) 372-3243 

(direct line) or (506) 372-3230 (municipal office).
